AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 10.36 OF

THE WILTON MUNICIPAL CODE BY CHANGING

SECTION .070 REGARDING NOTICE OF 

SNOW EMERGENCY 

FOR THE CITY OF WILTON, IOWA


Be It Enacted by the Council of the City of Wilton, Iowa as follows:


Section 1. Purpose  The purpose of this Ordinance is to amend Chapter 10.36 of the Wilton Municipal Code by changing the Notice of snow emergency section 


Section 2.  Amendment   The Wilton Municipal Code section 10.36.070 is hereby amended as follows: Snow emergencies go into effect automatically when there is a predicted snow accumulation of three or more inches of snowfall in the City, or if new snow accumulation has reached three inches or more as measured in the City, or if one is declared by the City Administrator by way of social media.  The snow emergency shall continue as long as snow accumulation continues and for an additional forty-eight hours after snowfall has ended. During a snow emergency, on street parking is not allowed. No vehicle shall be parked in or on any part of a public street or right of way of a public street during snow removal operations. Drivers are encouraged to find alternate parking spots before the first snow event. Violators will be ticketed first, and towed if not moved with 24 hours from the time of the ticket. If resident has a driveway or garage apron on which to park, it is strongly suggested that the areas be used. Furthermore the City Administrator can and shall declare downtown emergency snow removal by placing a sign in the intersection of Fourth Street and Maurer Street and in the intersection of Fourth Street and Cedar Street. Such signs shall state the time when the emergency snow removal shall go into effect. In any event a emergency snow removal declared by the city administrator shall not go into effect less than ten hours after the signs have been posted as provided in this section and signs shall be posted by twelve noon. The administrator shall keep a record of the time and date when each emergency snow removal is first announced to the public. 


Section 3.  Repealer  All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed.


Section 4.  Severability  If any section, subsection, provision or part of this ordnance shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of this Ordinance as a whole or any section, subsection, provision or part thereof not adjudged invalid or unconstitutional.


Section 5.  Effective Date  This Ordinance shall be in effect after its final passage, approval and publications as provided by law.
